BACKGROUND INFORMATION DOCUMENT

This document contains INFORMATION on the proposed activities for the Prospecting Applications on the farm Malmaniersrivier 236KQ. The purpose of this document is to provide you, the reader, with information about the proposed activities to allow you to participate meaningfully in the Public Participation Process (PPP) and allow you the opportunity to comment on and contribute to the project.   

Introduction

Coveway Trade and Invest 64 (Pty) Ltd (Coveway) is applying for prospecting on the Farm Malmaniersrivier 236KQ in the Waterberg region of the Limpopo Province. 

The nearest surrounding towns to the farm are Thabazimbi to the South and Lephalale to the North.
The Department of Mineral Resources Limpopo (DMR), has conditionally confirmed acceptance of the prospecting application from Coveway.  

The prospecting application on the farm Malmaniersrivier is for Chrome ore (CR) and Platinum Group Metals (PGM). The methods of prospecting will include Data Searching, Geological Mapping, Various Aerial Geophysical Surveys and Diamond core drilling.
Cabanga Concepts has been commissioned to undertake the compilation of the EMP and necessary social consultation in accordance with the relevant legislation.  The lead authority for this application is Department of Mineral Resources (DMR), the DMR reference number is LP30/5/1/1/2/2710PR.

Project information

The prospecting work programme will be as follows:

1) Initial desktop investigation on prior drilling and geological data of the area. 
2) Aerial geological surveys which will include gravimetric and magnetometer surveys, analysis of this data, and mapping of potential areas of interest.

3) Diamond core drilling of areas of interest identified above. Around 24 boreholes are planned for the area but will be subject to change depending on data obtained through both aerial surveys and drilling. Boreholes will be a maximum depth of 1 500m.

4) The diamond core drilling may be followed by percussion drilling if necessary.
5) The total drilling programme should be around 24 months.
In addition to the surveying activities described above, the following activities will take place:

1) Consideration will be given to drilling methods once a drill team has been contracted to reduce water requirements and water use.

2) Water required will be abstracted from natural resources if available and the necessary water use license will be applied for through Department of Water Affair (DWA). 
3) If required, additional municipal water will be trucked in. 
4) No access roads will be constructed, but careful planning will be done of drill sites and routes to drill sites so that these are continually used and to ensure a minimal area of disturbance.

5) The drill team will be accommodated on site in caravans with chemical toilets.

6) Food will be cooked on gas cookers and no fires will be made on site. If fires are made on site then wood will be bought from suppliers and not collected in the area. Fires will also be put out properly to reduce risk of fire hazards. 

7) All disturbed areas will be rehabilitated once activities in those areas are complete. Any compacted soils will be ripped and re-vegetated if required. 

8) All boreholes will be rehabilitated according to acceptable standards, which will include adequate sealing of boreholes.

9) Rehabilitation will be ongoing and not left to the end of the drilling programme. 

The EMP which will be compiled and submitted to the DMR will include all social consultation, highlighting issues made by I&APs, an impact assessment and management plan which needs to be followed, and the auditing commitments.
